Mrs McGuire has taken a strong interest in trade justice since being elected in 1997.  She has been a supporter of the Jubilee 2000 campaign and has met with Chancellor Gordon Brown on numerous occasions to highlight the strong support for trade justice in the Stirling area.

Mrs McGuire was happy to work with Christian Aid to make Stirling’s event a success.  Campaigners met with Anne at the Stirling Methodist Church and agreed to work together to tackle the injustices in our system of trade and to widen understanding of the issues.  Local churches will be working to keep the issue at the top of the agenda both locally and nationally.

Mrs McGuire said

“Addressing trade injustice is rightly at the top of Christian Aid’s agenda.  I welcome the opportunity to again meet with local trade justice campaigners.  I know that there are many people in the area that have taken a keen interest in the issue trade justice, many of which contributed to the petition I presented to Gordon Brown on international debt.”

Mrs McGuire added

“The current trade system is badly in need of reform and I firmly believe that trade rules must be improved to benefit poor counties.  I know that the UK Government is at the forefront of pushing for more transparency and democracy within international trade negotiations.  We must also ensure that the least developed countries are able to participate fully within negotiations as well as pushing for more flexibility within the system.”

Alex Dunsmore, Chair of Stirling Christian Aid highlighted the inequities in trade:  He said

“This is about fairness and common sense not simply charity.  Can it make sense for taxpayers here to subsidise exports which destroy jobs in poorer countries?”
