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LABOUR MP AND MSP BACK ASHFIELD AND KINBUCK CALLS TO BE HEARD AT POWERLINE CONSULTATION
Stirling MP, Anne McGuire and Mid-Scotland and Fife MSP, Richard Simpson, have backed the residents of Ashfield and Kinbuck in their campaign to have their voices heard in the forthcoming local powerline consultation.
Dr Simpson said: 

“Anne and I have received a number of communications from residents in Ashfield and Kinbuck in relation to the construction of the Beauly to Denny powerline and in particular the impact many residents believe it will have on the villages and the surrounding area.
In light of these concerns we have written to Bob Jack, Chief Executive at Stirling Council, asking that local residents’ views be fully taken on board at the forthcoming Council meetings on the 6th and 11th March.” 

Mrs McGuire added:

“I have urged that the Council consult with affected residents in Ashfield and Kinbuck and other affected communities as well as work with Scottish and Southern Energy to press for appropriate mitigation measures, particularly to take into account unresolved health issues, for people living near the proposed powerline upgrade.
Furthermore, Richard and I will be making our own representations to seek to ensure both Stirling Council and the Scottish Government fully take on board local wishes for undergrounding - albeit within the confines of the consent already approved by Scottish Ministers.”
