LABOUR REPRESENTATIVES CALL TIME ON 
FREIGHT TRAINS
Stirling MP, Anne McGuire, and Mid-Scotland and Fife MSP, Richard Simpson have called on Network Rail to impose a speed restriction on freight trains operating on the Stirling – Alloa -Kincardine Railway Line.  The call was made after they met with fellow Labour representatives from neighbouring constituencies who are also affected by the rail line.
Mr McGuire said:
“It is clear from the anecdotal evidence we have received that speed plays an important part in determining the level of noise and vibration experienced by residents.  We are therefore asking that Network Rail impose a speed restriction on freight trains using this section of the line until further investigations are completed with regards to the impact the noise and vibration is having on properties along the line.”  

The politicians have been contacted by numerous residents from across the Stirling and Clackmannanshire areas about noise and vibration caused by the freight trains – particularly overnight.
Dr Simpson added:

“The noise and vibration caused by these freight trains has become the source of real misery for many residents across the area that I represent.  I await the results of the noise surveys carried out by Clackmannanshire Council earlier this year and in the meantime would call on Network Rail to impose this speed restriction.”
