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McGUIRE SECURES DEBATE ON PRIVATE CAR PARKS
Stirling MP, Anne McGuire, has secured a debate in the House of Commons on the issue of regulation of private car parking firms.  The MP took up the issue following the controversy caused by a private car parking company operating in her Stirling constituency.
Anne said: 

“Since October last year, I have been inundated by calls from constituents who have received parking fines from a private car parking firm operating on Burghmuir Road.  Residents have not only been shocked at the levels of the fines but also at the questionable circumstances in which they have received them.  However, because there is no legislation or indeed regulation in this area, residents have had very little recourse to challenge the way firms like this operate.

I am pleased therefore that I have now secured a debate in the House of Commons to highlight this issue.  I will keep working with colleagues at Westminster as well as the British Parking Association to make sure that private car parking firms do not continue to act as if they have a licence to print money, as many of my constituents feel has been the case in their experience in Stirling.”
