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STIRLING MP BACKS EMPLOYMENT RIGHTS’ CAMPAIGN  
Stirling MP, Anne McGuire, is backing a campaign by the Scottish Migrants Network which is seeking to inform EU migrant workers of their entitlement to basic employment rights while they are living and working in Scotland.
The MP is displaying information in English, Polish, Slovak and Lithuanian in her constituency advice office to help advise migrant workers who may be poorly informed of their basic employment rights, whether that be to the Minimum Wage or to be protected by health and safety laws.
Mrs McGuire said:

"As the recession bites, there is a danger that unscrupulous employers will attempt to avoid their responsibilities to meet basic employment rights.  All workers are affected by this but migrant workers are particularly vulnerable and I want to make sure that EU citizens working here in Stirling know how to get the advice and support to which they are entitled.”
