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STIRLING MP SAYS “ARAB PEACE INITIATIVE IS BEST CHANCE FOR FUTURE”
Labour MP for Stirling, Anne McGuire, has said that the Arab Peace Initiative is the best chance for future peace in the Middle East and has asked that the UK Government does all it can to support it.

In a Parliamentary Question (20 October), the local MP also asked Ivan Lewis, Minister of State at the Foreign Office, what recent discussions he had had with the Palestinian Authority on the initiative. 

Mrs McGuire said:     

“The Arab Peace Initiative gives an unprecedented opportunity for 57 nations to have normal relations with Israel in the context of a wider settlement and offers one of the best chances for peace in the Middle East for a generation.  We must therefore do all we can to support it.”
The Stirling MP visited Israel and the Palestinian territories with a Parliamentary delegation in August.  The purpose of the trip was to discuss the need for urgent progress towards a comprehensive peace in the region, with a two-state solution between the Israelis and the Palestinians underpinned by a broader peace between Israel and the entire Arab world.
