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STIRLING MP ADDRESSES BRITISH PARKING SUMMIT 
Stirling’s Labour MP, Anne McGuire, addressed the British Parking Summit last week (21st October).
The Labour MP was asked to speak at the Summit by the British Parking Association (BPA) following numerous complaints from her constituents over the actions of a private parking firm in her Stirling constituency.  The Summit was attended by members of the British Parking Association as well as motoring organisations and was held to address public concerns about the management of private car parking firms across the UK.
Mrs McGuire said:

“I have been campaigning on standards amongst parking companies since dealing with numerous complaints from constituents whose experiences with one private car parking firm in my Stirling constituency fell well short of the standards I know the BPA expect, and which the majority of its members adhere to.  

Nobody goes out to the shops intending to start a fight. I think all sensible, professional companies would realise that if people think the parking rules are reasonable, and the appeals’ process is fair, confrontation need not be a part of the process at all.
I welcomed the positive response of the British Parking Association when I was challenging some of the questionable practices that were going on in my constituency and I am pleased that from this month, they have instituted a stricter Code of Conduct for their members.”
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
