STIRLING MP SAYS “ROAD CONCERNS REMAIN TOP PRIORITY FOR STIRLING RESIDENTS”   
Labour MP for Stirling, Anne McGuire, has expressed her concern that traffic safety issues remain a top priority for Stirling’s residents but not for its Council.

The MP has raised a number of traffic calming concerns with Stirling Council in recent months and was alarmed to discover that there are currently 178 such schemes waiting to be dealt with on the Council’s ‘prioritised’ list.
Mrs McGuire said:     

“Following a recent roving surgery, I wrote to Stirling Council to ask that traffic calming measures be considered in the Hill Street area of St Ninians.  I was shocked to learn that there are currently 178 traffic calming schemes on the Council’s prioritised list which are still waiting to be dealt with.  This is very concerning information.  Even if the Hill Street area of St Ninians was to be ‘prioritised’ for traffic calming by Stirling Council, it could be at the end of a very long list of areas waiting to be dealt with.  This will also be very worrying news for residents in other areas like King Street in Fallin.  I will therefore be asking Stirling Council what progress it has made in the last year to reducing this waiting list and what assurances it can give to residents concerned about traffic safety issues in their area.”
