MP HOUNOURS STIRLING’S WARTIME ‘CODE-BREAKER’
Labour MP for Stirling, Anne McGuire, recently presented Stirling’s own wartime ‘code-breaker’, Mrs Janet Wallace, with a commemorative badge for the work she undertook at outlying stations for Bletchley Park, the site of secret British code-breaking activities, during the Second World War.
Mrs Wallace had contacted her local MP to say that she had read in a newspaper that a commemorative badge was being awarded to women who worked at Bletchley Park during the War.  Although Mrs Wallace had never spoken of her work at Bletchley’s outlying stations in Derby and Kent, she had asked the MP if she might also qualify for the badge.  Mrs McGuire’s office got on the case and on Friday (13th November) the MP held a small presentation for Mrs Wallace, including members of her family, in her constituency office.
Mrs McGuire said:     

“This is one of the nicest pieces of ‘casework’ my Constituency Office has carried out in the twelve years I have been MP for Stirling.  I was delighted that we were able to make sure that Mrs Wallace’s efforts during the Second World War were recognised.  The commemorative badge from the Government Code and Cypher School and personal recognition from the Prime Minister made Friday’s presentation very special, not only for Mrs Wallace and her family, but also for me and my Constituency Office Team.”
