“WE MUST KEEP INVESTING TO HELP EVERYONE BACK INTO WORK”, SAYS ANNE MCGUIRE MP
Local Labour MP, Anne McGuire, has today called on local Tories to abandon their plans to scrap extra jobs for Stirling’s young people. 

Mrs McGuire said:

“We have got to keep investing in jobs through the recovery.  That’s why I am backing the Future Jobs Fund which will bring more jobs to this area, jobs that David Cameron wants to slash.

In previous recessions unemployed young people were left on the scrapheap.  We can’t let this happen again.  Although we are experiencing the worst global recession for 70 years, unemployment is 1.7m lower than it would have been if the experience of the 1990s recession had been repeated.

That’s why I support Labour’s guarantees - an education or training place for young people up to 18 and a job or training place for 18-24 year olds out of work for six months.  

However, the Tories would scrap the Future Jobs Fund meaning around 15,000 fewer jobs in Scotland for young people and those hardest hit by this global recession.”

Notes:

1. The numbers of Future Jobs Fund (FJF) jobs which are allocated or planned in Scotland is 14,900 – jobs that the Conservatives would scrap. 

2. The FJF means 120,000 jobs for young people and 50,000 for the hardest hit areas. The Labour Government has already announced over 100,000 FJF jobs across the country in areas such as environment, sports and the arts, giving young people a proper job with a proper wage as a first step on the jobs ladder
