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McGUIRE HITS OUT AS BOILER SCRAPPAGE

SCHEME RUNS DRY

 

Householders in Scotland seeking financial help to replace old boilers have been let down by the SNP Government, according to Stirling MP Anne McGuire.

According to the Energy Saving Trust’s website, after just a few days in operation, the Scottish Boiler Scrappage Scheme is now closed and all vouchers have been allocated.  Earlier this year the Stirling MP criticised the SNP Government for delaying the introduction of the Scheme. If the Scottish scheme was pro rata with that in England, then over 12,000 vouchers would have been issued instead of the 5,000 made available by the Scottish Government. 

Mrs McGuire said:

 

“The SNP dragged their feet with this and only launched the scheme after sustained pressure from the Labour Party. 

I have already been contacted by disappointed constituents who have been let down by the SNP Government’s lack of commitment to the scheme and the fact that the scheme has run dry within a few days shows the level of demand out there for a grant to replace old boilers.
