MP Advice on tax Errors

Following the recent announcement by the Treasury that some of Stirling’s tax payers may be affected by the Government’s demands to pay back underpaid tax as a result of errors in their Pay As You Earn (PAYE) tax code, local Labour MP, Anne McGuire and her fellow Labour MPs have raised their concerns with the Treasury. 

With the admission by the coalition government that they could have done a better job in preparing people for these bills, Anne has since been contacted by the Exchequer Secretary advising her that constituents with any queries relating to this issue may contact the HM Revenue and Custom Taxes Helpline on 0845  300 0627.  In the event that any constituent may then need further assistance with their query Anne said:

 “Should any constituent wish me to speak to HM Revenue and Customs on their behalf regarding their over or underpaid tax, please contact me at my Stirling office.”   

She added, “I am keen to ensure that support is offered to those facing unexpected tax bills and hope that with my help, any instances of hardship can be avoided”
