

Local MP helps secure Mobile Post Office service for Fintry

Local Labour MP, Anne McGuire, welcomed the news that the Fintry Mobile Post Office service at Balgair Castle Caravan Park has been saved from closure.

Anne said: 

“After I was advised that Post Office Ltd were proposing to withdraw the mobile post office service at Balgair Caravan Park in Fintry, I alerted Fintry Community Council so they could make local representations as part of the consultation process.  As inaccurate information came to light this was provided to Post Office Ltd which then reversed its decision.”   

 Anne   added:

“I have now heard back from the Post Office with positive effect and I was pleased to be able to reassure the Fintry community that the mobile Post office will continue to serve the Balgair Castle Caravan Park.”

She continued: 

 “As the Postal Services Bill progresses through Parliament, there is a danger that the long term fate of our unique and vital national Post Office network may be overlooked.  Although the coalition Government has made a pledge that there will not be a closure programme for the Post Office, the reality is that many post offices are under threat from falling revenue, retiring staff etc. 
 This has been reiterated by a spokeswoman from Post Office Ltd, who said, “She hoped that the local community would continue to support the sub-postmaster in order to safeguard the long-term future of this Post Office service.”
