ANNE CONTINUES TO BATTLE FOR BANNOCKBURN

Local Labour MP, Anne McGuire is calling on the National Trust for Scotland to amend its landscaping plans at the Bannockburn Heritage Site as its redevelopment work is proving unpopular with local residents.

Anne said:

“Having met with some of the residents at the site, I am aware that the redevelopment work is proving to be a contentious issue for many residents whose homes border the site.  Most, if not all, feel that little consideration has been to their concerns and that there has been little consultation with the residents.

I understand that a new hedge has been planted in front of the original boundary hedge, giving a hedge width of between 8 and 10 feet, a distance which residents feel will be difficult to maintain.  Furthermore, a number of trees have been planted slightly further away from this new hedge and once both the hedge and the trees are established much of the view of the Ochils will be obliterated and light levels will be vastly reduced.  I have urged the Trust to recognise that Stirling has many historical sites but that there should be a balanced approach to enhance our heritage with the quality of life for those who live adjacent or nearby to the important historical areas”
Tricia Cooke, whose home is one of those affected, said:

“Local residents have been dismayed by this work and have no confidence in the National Trust for Scotland’s ability to provide adequate maintenance.  Some of my neighbours have lived her for nearly 50 years and have seen the continued effects of the Trust’s neglect. “
