GETTING THERE FASTER WITH ANNE AND RICHARD

Local Labour MP Anne McGuire and newly re-elected Labour MSP for Mid Scotland and Fife, Dr Richard Simpson, met with John Duncan, Public Affairs Manager at Network Rail to discuss the forthcoming improvements to the rail network as part of the Edinburgh Glasgow Improvement Programme (EGIP)

Anne said: 
“We were delighted to hear that this programme, consisting of 350km of electrification of central Scotland’s railway network will be supported by a package of infrastructure improvements at locations along these routes and will lead to benefits for business, tourism and the environment.  Journey times between Alloa/Dunblane and Glasgow will be reduced by up to 10 minutes.”  

Richard added:
 “When completed EGIP will significantly improve connections, journey times and service opportunities between Edinburgh and Glasgow via all routes, as well as to Alloa Dunblane and Stirling.”

John Duncan confirmed that:
“While the actual work is still some time away, over the coming weeks and months we will be engaging with local communities and their representatives and notifying interested stakeholders”
