Anne reminds Stirling to apply for Switchover Help Scheme

Scotland is now officially a digital nation.   The last analogue signals have been switched off for good and free to air digital TV has been extended to reach 98.5 per cent of households across the country. 

Switchover will affect Freeview, BT Vision and Top Up TV viewers, who should have retuned TVs and boxes to restore any missing channels. 

Anne said:

“Experience to date suggests that the majority of viewers have found switchover straightforward. However, Digital UK and its partner the Switchover Help Scheme, are aware that some people may need extra help and local viewers will have been able to seek advice from the roadshow that was held in Stirling earlier this week.”

Anne added:

“However, I would like to remind those eligible older and disabled people that they can still apply for the Switchover Help Scheme until 22 July 2011 (one month after the switchover of the final transmitter in the STV Central region) by telephoning  0800 40 85 900.
