MP, ANNE MCGUIRE, AND STIRLING WOMEN MEET TO DISCUSS CHANGING LIVES
Stirling MP, Anne McGuire, was joined by women from across the Stirling constituency for a special seminar on the Changing Lives of Women at the MacRobert Arts Centre last Saturday.
Over the past year the Stirling MP has been contacted by an increasing number of women from all over the constituency about their concerns with issues such as jobs, employment rights, the availability and affordability of childcare, cuts to benefits and tax credit and changes to the State Pension Age.  These wide ranging concerns led the MP to hold one of her popular Listening Panels entitled the Changing Lives of Women on Saturday.   

Anne said:

“I was delighted to be joined by so many women of all ages on Saturday and the discussions certainly highlighted some common concerns.  The women were realistic about the current economic situation but were concerned about how the austerity cuts were impacting on their family budgets; they want to know that more than lip-service is being paid by Government and employers to rights such as flexible working and equal pay; and they are concerned about what a later State Pension Age will mean for them.
She added: 

“I was also pleased that Nicola Smith, Head of Economic and Social Affairs at the Trades Union Congress, was able to join us and give us an insight into how the economic recovery of women is being adversely impacted upon by Government policy.”
